Activating Windows support for multiple languages

1. Please go to the Start menu in Windows and choose Settings>Control
Panel>Regional and Language Options.

2. Click on the Advanced tab.

3. Choose as many languages as you think necessary for your application.
If you are asked to restart, please do so.
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Steps for rebooting into the French language User Interface

Please go to the Start menu in Windows and choose Settings>Control
Panel>Regional and Language Options.

Click on the Regional Options tab.
Change the first drop-down menu to French (France).

Change the second drop-down menu to France.
Steps 3 and 4 could vary if you choose to work with a different region, for example
France. Then your choices would be French (Canada) and Canada respectively.

Click on the Languages tab.
Click on Details.

Change the Input method to French.
If the language you are trying to add does not appear in the list of available default
input languages, please choose the Add Button to add the appropriate language.

Click OK. If you are prompted to restart, select Restart later.

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To view or change the languages and methods you can use to enter
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r— Default input lanquage
Select one of the installed input languages to use when you start your
computer,

— Supplemental language support
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select the appropriate check box below
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9. Click on the Advanced tab.
10. Change the language to French (France).
11.Click OK.
12.Now you can safely restart into the French system.
