Then your choices would be Italian (Switzerland) and Switzerland
respectively.

Click on the Languages tab.
Click on Details.

Change the Input method to Italian.
If the language you are trying to add does not appear in the list of available default
input languages, please choose the Add Button to add the appropriate language.

Click OK. If you are prompted to restart, select Restart later.
